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Quoted Companies Alliance welcomes proposals to include growth market shares
in ISAs

for the engines of growth. Investing in small and mid-size quoted companies means backing UK growth
companies. However, the Government should use the Budget to deliver a further boost to SME growth
through incentivising investment by removing the 5% shareholding requirement on Entrepreneurs’ Relief

and abolishing stamp duty on all growth market transactions.”
